Proof, when God’s peo-
ple are given a chance, they respond. 

Locally, the campaign has had a great two weeks, raising $53,600! The bulk came 
from Peace in Camarillo, a congregation that worships on average just over 200 mem-
bers per week. They plan on launching an all member appeal to raise their goal of 
$45,000., which is just over 10% of their annual budget.  According to the congrega-
tion’s president, Blaine Wanke, even though California has been hit particularly hard 
by this recession, their congregation has been financially supportive in the past, and so 
they believe that they will be supportive of this very important program in the future.
